During treatment, Mastranni witnessed the pain others were enduring while receiving the same uncomfortable treatments he was receiving. From that moment on, he founded Trading for a Cure, and vowed to help those he saw suffering. All of the funds contributed help with the continuation of research, purchasing of additional medical equipment, and creation of a more comfortable stay for bone marrow transplant patients.
